· Examine student achievement (from test scores on ACT, Smarter Balance, EOC and classroom assessments, etc.) to provide necessary data to allow for proper interventions.

2. Hold parent-teacher conferences during which aspects of this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.

· Parent-teacher conference dates are: 1st semester – October 24, 2018 from 3:30-5:30pm and 2nd semester – April 3, 2019 from 3:30-5:30pm.  The conferences will be held in the cafeteria.  Teachers will be available to provide parents with current reports on their children’s progress.

· Approximate Report Card distribution dates: 1st quarter = October 25, 2018, 2nd quarter/1st semester = January 15, 2019, 3rd quarter = April 4, 2019 and final report cards may be picked up by students during the summer to be announced at a later date.
· Approximate Mid Quarter distribution dates: 1st quarter = September 11, 2018, 2nd quarter = November 20, 2018, 3rd quarter = February 20, 2019 and 4th quarter = April 29, 2019.
